4. Grading

After the first two periods, a 
midterm exam is given on the topics covered 
during that time, and a final exam is given at 
the end of the last period.

Credit system 

- 1 undergraduate credit from the Universidad del
Rosario is equivalent to 1.7 ECTS.
- 1 graduate credit from the Universidad del Rosario
is equivalent to 2.1 ECTS. FUll-time enrollment at
Universidad del Rosario is 18 credits a semester; this
is the equivalent of approximately 30 ECTS credits
(European Credit Transfer System).

5. Before
arriving to Colombia



Bogotá is located 2,600 m (8,530 ft) 
above sea level and  the  temperature varies 
between 7° C and 18° C (44° F  to 64°F).  The 
rainy seasons are between March and April, and 
September through November. The temperature 
can change throughout the day, however, so we 
recommend binging appropriate clothing.

• We recommend bringing
Colombian pesos (COP) with
you to cover your initial costs. If
you bring dollars or euros, you
can exchange them at various
currency exchange offices
located throughout the city.

• Don’t forget to activate your
credit cards so you can perform
international transactions.

• In Bogotá, the majority of
financial transactions can be
performed at banks, ATMs, via
telephone or over the internet.

• Most banks are open to the
public between 9:00 AM and
3:00 PM. Some offer extended
hours of between 5:00 PM
and 8:00 PM during the week, 
and 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM on
Saturdays.

• We recommend not
exchanging large sums of money
all at once. Remember to bring
your passport with you when
doing these transactions.

Bogotá has the following means 
of transportation:
•	 Transmilenio: This mass transit 
system reaches almost all throu-
ghout Bogotá. It has different 
stations throughout the city and 
a ticket costs $2,300 pesos.
•	 Taxis: There are about 45,000 
taxis in Bogotá. The cost of a trip 
depends on the number of units 
the taximeter shows. The mini-
mum cost of a trip is $4,100 pe-
sos. Trips to the airport have an 
additional cost of $3,900 pesos 
above the amount shown by the 
taximeter.

7. Tips for living  

•	 Bike Paths (Ciclorutas): Bogotá 
has an extensive bike path ne-
twork that connects different 
sectors of the city, making it pos-
sible to bike to the university. The 
university also has designated 
spaces for you to park your bike 
at.

How to call a landline or cellpho-
ne:

• To call a landline number from
your cellphone, dial 031 for Bogo-
tá, followed by the number.

• Payphones are not common in
Bogotá, but you can make calls
(llamadas) from street vendors.

• Prices are usually 300-500 pe-
sos per minute of call time.

• International calls can be made
at locuterías or internet cafés. 

• As your body adjusts to Colom-
bian Food, we suggest eating in
moderation and drinking bottled
water, especially when you are
outside of Bogotá.
• In Bogotá, you can find small
neighborhood stores and large
grocery chain stores such as: Éxi-
to, Jumbo, Carulla, and Alkosto,
among others. You can find  food
products and other items you
need at these stores.
• We encourage you to get to
know the great variety of foods
available in Colombia.

• When traveling by bus, take
the buses that depart from the
Terminales de Transporte (bus
terminals) and try to take direct
trips that do not make any stops. 
Always go with a traveling part-
ner and be aware of basic se-
curity

• Try to find out what the hou-
sing, weather, health and hygie-
ne conditions are of the place you
intend to visit. This will help you
know what to pack and get any
required vaccines.
• If traveling to a rainforest, rural
or forested area that is far from
urban areas, take a bottle of drin-
king water with you and canned
food. Always use sunblock and
be very careful about walking
around at night or along river-
banks or beaches. 

Safety Tips 
In Bogotá, as with any large 
city throughout the world, 
there are certain situations 
you should try to avoid. The fo-
llowing are a few recommen-
dations:

•	 When moving about the city, 
do not show you have valuable 
objects such as watches, purses, 
necklaces, earrings, cameras, vi-
deo cameras,  laptop, etc.
•	 Do not leave your personal 
be-longings unattended or in 
the care of other people (purses, 
brie-fcases, luggage, etc.).
•	 Do not receive anything from 
strangers you meet on the street. 
This includes food, any type of 
package, flyers, advertisements, 
etc.
•	 If you lose any of your per-so-
nal documentation, go to the 
nearest police station (CAI) and 
make a report. If necessary, block 
your credit and debit cards.                                         

 
•	 Do not withdraw large sums 
of money from ATMs or banks. If 
ne-cessary, go with somebody.
•	 We suggest doing your wi-
th-drawals from ATMs that are 
loca-ted inside banks, in malls 
or that have a security guard. 
It is not always safe to use the 
ones that can be accessed on the 
street, es-pecially at nighttime. 
•	 When you need to take a taxi, 
you should request one by calling 
a designated taxi service. In the 
case that you must take a taxi 
from the street, try to do so with 
another person.
•	  The number for 24-hour  
emergencies (police, firefighters 
and ambulances) is 123.                           



• Close any bank accounts that 
you opened in Colombia.

• It is important that you are in 
good standing with the univer-
sity (financially and in any other 
regard).

• If you had a phone plan or held a 
public service contract while you 
were here (either for housing, TV, 
etc.), terminate this before your 
departure.

• Check to see what documents 
you may need in the future that 
you can only obtain here in Bogo-
tá: copies of your diploma, trans-
cripts, program descriptions, no-
tary or apostille authentications, 
etc.
